Deep Water Test 2010

Children underl12 years of age must pass the deep water
test to swim in the 5 foot area unattended by an adult.
Test Requirements are:
* Dive or jump off diving board
* Tread water for 1 minute, and
* Beginning in the deep end, swim the length of
the lap lane and back using any legal stroke.

The deep-water test will be given upon request when
convenient for pool staff and must be arranged with the pool
manager or assistant manager. Those who fail must wait one
day before trying again.
NOTE: Parents of children
taking the deep  -water test
will not be permitted on

deck while the test is being
conducted.

Children who have not
passed the Deep Water Test

may swim in the 5 ft area with
close parental supervision.
They can not use the diving
board and the deep end of the
pool.

The only flotation devices permitted are swimmies and

life jackets with flotation devices on the front and back.

Over-the-head inner tubes are not permitted. No floatation
devices are permitted when using the diving board or the
slide.
